A Bar at the Folies Bergère takes us into the
head, the eyes and thoughts of Manet’s
painting. Beyond the documentary aspect,
the project intends to reflect and to show
the ambivalence of the Belle Époque and
the sophistication of a masterwork whose
interpretation is still a mystery.

Claude Monet, L’obsession des
Nymphéas

In 1883, the painter Claude Monet first rented a
house in the French town of Giverny. After
purchasing the property and adjoining land, the
artist transformed an existing small pond into a
water garden with water lilies and a Japanese-
style bridge from which he could observe the
water and the flowers.

Le Cri VR

A documentary experience bringing Edvard
Munch’s thoughts and demons to life. This
virtual reality experience uses The Scream
as a launching pad, exploring the painter’s
deepest obsessions in an audio-visual
staging of the most famous scream in the
history of art.
